People Who Lived in Livonian Small Towns:
Who Were They and What Did They Do?

Edgars Pletiens

Every settlement is formed by its inhabitants and their occupation. In the Middle Ages,
the community of people living in smaller and larger towns was quite diverse. A study and
analysis of the documents, who were created at the time, and their transcripts, as well as the
results of archaeological research conducted in small towns reveal that the population diversity
of the medieval town was not much different from the modern town. In the medieval town
there were fewer types of occupation and, as previous studies have shown, the community’s
life was governed by other principles of coexistence. While this issue has been better
investigated concerning the largest towns of Livonia (Riga, Tartu, Tallinn), for the small towns
of Livonia (Ventspils, Piltene, Kuldiga, Aizpute, Koknese, Cesis, Valmiera, Straupe, Limbazi)
this issue mostly remained on the periphery of the research.

The medieval town was populated by people of different languages, different social
status, and different types of occupation. Therefore, the town was a place, where people met
on a daily basis and fulfilled their economic, social, and legal needs. The medieval town was
important not only for those who lived there, but also for those who arrived there with a specific
intention. The town was home to the wealthy community including merchants and
representatives of town’s administration. It was also home to landlord vassals and people who
engaged in crafts and agriculture. Clergy and pilgrims could also be seen among the inhabitants
of the town, as well as servants or blackheads of the castle of the Teutonic order in Livonia. In
the Middle Ages, the issue of national difference did not exist, people were distinguished by
the language which they spoke, but not by their nationality. The small town could be populated
by Low German speaking or non-German-speaking Russos (ancient Russians), as well as
people speaking the languages of the local tribes. In larger towns, the linguistic diversity could
have been even wider. The aim of the report: to describe the social classes and occupations of
people who lived in the small towns of Livonia.

The towns in Livonia, compared to the rest of its territory, were places where people
with different interests met. Outside the towns the social environment was much more
homogenous, since it was formed mainly by villages populated by locals representing a
specific social and spoken language group.

P&tot un analizgjot tolaik
raditos dokumentus un to norakstus, ka arT mazpilsétas veiktas arheologiskas izpé&tes rezultatus,
atklajas, ka viduslaiku pilséta daudz neat$kiras no musdienu pilsétas taja, cik dazadi laudis to
apdzivoja. Vienigi nodarbosSanas dazadiba bija mazaka un, ka liecina ieprieks$ veiktie petijumi,
§1s kopienas dzivi regul@ja citi 11dzas pastavéSanas principi. Ja saistiba ar Livonijas lielakajam
pilsétam (Rigu, Tartu, Tallinu) Sis jautdjums ir labak pétits, tad Livonijas mazpilsétas
(Ventspils, Piltene, Kuldiga, Aizpute, Koknese, C&sis, Valmiera, Straupe, Limbazi) liclakoties
ir palikusas izp@tes periferija.

Viduslaiku pilsétu apdzivoja dazadas valodas runajosi, dazada sociala statusa un
dazadus nodarboSanas veidus parstavosi laudis. Tas padarija pilsétu par vietu, kur ikdiena
satikds un savas ekonomiskas, socialas un tiesiskas vajadzibas apmierindja gan pilséta
dzivojosie, gan tie, kas taja nedzivoja, bet ieradas tikai ar konkrétu noluku. Pilséta vienuviet
vargja dzivot gan pils€tas turigaka kopiena, no kuras nereti naca cilveki, kas bija pilsétas
parvaldg€, un tirgotaji, gan pils€tas zemes zemeskunga vasali, gan laudis, kas nodarbojas ar
amatniecibu un lauksaimniecibu. Tapat pilsétas iedzivotaju vidi vargja ieraudzit ari
garidzniekus un svétcelniekus, ka arT Vacu ordena Livonijas atzara teritorijas art ordena pilu
kalpotajus jeb melngalvjus. Viduslaikos nacionalas atskiribas jautajums nepastavéja, jo laudis
savstarpgji tika noskirti péc valodas, kada tie runaja. Mazpilsétu vargja apdzivot gan viduslejas
vai vidusaug$vacu valoda runajosi, gan nevacu valodas runajosie rusi (senkrievi), ka arT vietgjo
cilSu valodas runajosie. Lielakajas pilsétas valodu dazadiba var€ja biit vél plasaka. Zinojuma
merkis: raksturot Livonijas mazpilsétas dzivojoSo cilveéku piederibu sabiedribas kartam un to
nodarboSanas veidus.

Livonijas pilsétas, salidzinot ar par€jo tas teritoriju, bija vietas, kur satikas dazadi laudis
ar dazadam interesém. Arpus pilsétam §1 sociala vide bija daudz viendabigdka, jo to
galvenokart veidoja vietgjo iedzivotaju apdzivotie ciemati ar konkrétu socialo un lietotas
valodas grupu.



Runenstones and Gravestones of Ostergétland:
Describing the Transformation of Social and Symbolic Commemorative
Traditions in the Viking Age

Justine Timermane

Two expressions of practiced commemorative traditions existed in the Swedish region
of Ostergétland during the Viking age. Firstly, the runestones that stem from pre-Christian
traditions, and, secondly, the gravestones that were introduced along with Christianity. Both
runestones and gravestones are stone monuments with runic inscriptions that were erected to
commemorate the dead, and Ostergétland has one of the largest numbers of known such
monuments.

The interaction of spatial placement, written text, and ornament motif characteristics
between and within each monument group creates a question. Why were there two dynamic
expressions of commemoration in Ostergétland at the same time and space, which is an
uncommon situation for other regions?

Runestones and gravestones have both similarities and differences that let us look at
societies’ social aspects and mentality. These characteristics can be seen as representations of
social or symbolic commemoration. Social commemoration focuses on the status,
achievements, or other honorable traits gained during the lifetime of the person
commemorated. Whereas symbolic commemoration centres on unmaterial and mental values
most often connected with views of the afterlife. Both runestones and gravestones have traits
of symbolic and social commemoration, although not in an equal manner.

Even though runestones and gravestones exist in a common mental space, they show
that people in Viking-age Ostergétland had two understandings of commemoration and early
Christianity. Possibly, two groups existed in society that reacted differently to the social and
religious changes of the time and that had different views on what mattered in a person’s life
and after death. These monuments do not testify to a practice of conflicting commemorative
traditions and do not show a complete transformation from pre-Christian to Christian beliefs.
But they are witnesses to different aspects of the complicated and multi-faceted mentality in
Viking-age Ostergétland.



Esterjetlandes rinakmeni un kapakmeni: raksturojums socialas un
simboliskas pieminas tradicijas transformacijam vikingu laikmeta

Zviedrijas regiona Esterjétlandé vikingu laikmeta ir pastavéjuSas divas praktizéto
pieminas tradiciju izteiksmes. Pirmkart, pirmskristigaja tradicija saknotie riinakmeni un,
otrkart, kopa ar kristietibu ienakusie kapakmeni. Gan riinakmeni, gan kapakmeni ir miruso
pieminai uzstaditi akmens pieminekli ar riinu tekstu, un Esterjétlande ir viens no
bagatigakajiem regioniem Skandinavija péc zinamo piemineklu skaita.

Analizgjot piemineklu novietojuma, rakstito tekstu satura un ornamenta ipasibu
mijiedarbibu starp abam piemineklu grupam, var spriest par iemesliem, kap&c Esterjétlande
Skietami viena laika un telpa dinamiski Iidzas ir pastav&jusas divas pieminas tradicijas
izteiksmes, kas nav raksturiga situacija citiem regioniem.

Riinakmeniem un kapakmeniem ir gan lidzibas, gan atSkiribas, kas lauj aplikot
sabiedribas socialos aspektus un ieliikoties tas mentalitate. Sis iezimes var aplikot ka
izteiksmes socialai vai simboliskai pieminai. Ar socialu pieminu tiek izprasta tada, kas
fokus€jas uz pieminéta statusa, panakumu un citu cienijamu dzives laika gttu TpaSibu
demonstrésanu. Bet simboliska piemina centr&jas uz nematerialam un mentalam veértibam, kas
visbiezak saistas ar p&cnaves uzskatiem. Gan riinakmeniem, gan kapakmeniem piemit
simboliskas un socialas pieminas iezimes, bet ne lidzvertiga rakstura.

Pat ja rinakmeni un kapakmeni pastav kopuma vienota mentalaja vide, tie parada, ka
vikingu laikmeta Esterjétlandé pastavéja divas izpratnes par pieminu un agro kristietibu.
Iespgjams, sabiedriba pastavéja dazadas grupas, kas atskirigi reag€ja uz laikmeta socialajam
un religiskajam parmainam, un kuram radas atSkirigi uzskati par to, kas ir svarigi personas
dzivé un péc naves. Sie pieminekli neliecina par kontrastgjosu pieminas tradiciju praktizésanu
sabiedriba, un vél nenorada par gal€ju transformaciju no pirmskristigajiem uzskatiem uz
kristieSu, bet tie liecina par sarezgitas un daudzpusigas mentalitates aspektiem vikingu
laikmeta Esterjétlande.



Types of Decoration of Ethnographic Sledges from the 19" Century to the
Early 20" Century

Runner-based vehicles — sledges and sleighs — played a decisive role in the mobility of
farmers in the snowy period of the year during the 19" and 20" centuries. Sledges were a means
for everyday work, but sleighs were used only for ceremonial outings. Types of sleigh
decorations include carved, chopped, and turned ornaments on the wooden exterior of vehicles,
coloured drawings, painting, metal forgings, and castings, as well as interior upholstery. The
purpose of the report is to analyse the material and written sources, to study the historical
development, typology, production, and chronology of the use of the sled transport. Regional
influences, the development of artisans, the materials available to them, and the professional
performance of craftsmen play an important role. A farmer could make a winter sleigh, or
honour sleigh, in his homestead or order it from a craftsman. Initially, the sled was made of
two parts. They were based on a work sledge, on top of which a removable or non-removable
superstructure was placed — a “tub” (Latvian — kulba). Since the mid-19" century, sleighs
began to be made as a continuous construction. In order to emphasise the luxury of the sleigh,
it was initially decorated with various wood carving ornaments on the sides and the backrest.
In the mid-19" century, the sleigh was decorated with monochrome, and later — also
polychrome colouring. In the second half of the 19" century, sleighs began to be made by
woodworkers who were specialised in the manufacture of vehicles. A variety of ornament and
colour was introduced in the decoration of the outer plane of the sides and rear of this sleigh.
Iron forgings that were functionally necessary in the basic construction of the sledge, were also
made more and more decoratively. Elements of urban sleigh design were introduced into the
style of decorations: leather and fabric upholstery, brass castings.

Sliecu transportlidzekliem — ragavam un kamanam — 19. un 20. gs. bija izSkiroSa loma
zemnieku mobilitaté gada sniegotaja perioda. Ragavas bija ikdienas darbu veiksanas lidzeklis,
bet kamanas lietotas tikai svinigu izbraukumu gadijumos. Kamanu dekor&jumu veidi ir §1
transportlidzekla arpusé koka dalas grebti, cirsti un virpoti ornamenti, koloréti zZim&jumi,
krasojums, metalkalumi un 1&umi, ka arT parsvara iekSpus€ izmantotais taps€jums. Referata
meérkis ir avotp@tnieciski analiz€t lietiskos un rakstitos avotus, izpétit slieCu transporta
vesturisko attistibu, tipologiju, izgatavoSanu un izmantoSanas hronologiju. Bitiska loma ir
regionalajam ietekmém, amatnicku attistibai, pieejamajiem materialiem un amatnicka
profesionalajai veiktspg€jai. Ziemas izbraucamas jeb godu kamanas zemnieks vargja izgatavot
sava s€ta vai pasitit tas amatniekam. Sakotng&ji kamanas gatavotas no divam dalam. To pamata
bija darba ragavas, virs kuram lika nonemamu vai nenonemamu virsbiivi — kulbu. Kop$ 19. gs.
vidus kamanas saka gatavot ka vienlaidus konstrukciju. Kamanu ariené biitisks bija
izmantotais materials, kulbas un citu elementu dekorativitate. Lai akcentétu kamanu greznibu,
tas sakotn€ji sanos un atzveltnes dala izrotaja ar dazadiem kokgrebumu ornamentiem. 19. gs.
vidii kamanas rotaja monohroms, bet vélak — arT polihroms krasojums. 19. gs. otraja pusé
kamanas saka gatavot transportlidzeklu izgatavosana specializgjusies kokamatnieki. So
kamanu sanu un aizmugures argjas plaknes dekor&juma tika ieviesta ornamenta un krasu
dazadiba. Arf iepriek$ kamanu pamata konstrukcija funkcionali nepiecieSsamie dzelzs kalumi
tika gatavoti arvien dekorativaki. Dekor&umu stilistika tika ieviesti pilsétas kamanu rotajumu
elementi: adas un auduma taps€jums, misina 1&jumi. Atseviski jaapluko lagosku un krievu
kamanu dekor&jumu veidi. So kamanu nosaukums radies no amatnieka konfesionalas
piederibas vai tautibas. So abu tipu kamanu konstrukcija izmantots atskirigs materials,
ornaments un krasojums.

Thomism is a school of thought, both philosophical and theological, which finds its
source in the work of Thomas Aquinas (1225-1274) in the 13" century. His work strove to
reconcile Aristotelian philosophy and Christian dogma.

Our work focuses on the revival of Thomism, driven in 1879 by the encyclical Aeterni
Patris of Leo XIII (pope from 1878 to 1903), who recommended studying the doctrine of
Thomas Aquinas by purifying it of its archaic elements and welcoming the scientific progress
made since the 13" century.

In France, an original transcription of the ideas of Thomas Aquinas passed through two
French Thomist jurists, also disciples of Maurice Hauriou: Georges Renard (1876-1943),
lawyer, professor of public law and activist of the Sillon (a Republican and Catholic
movement), and Joseph Thomas Delos (1891-1974), professor of public international law and
canon advisor at the French Embassy to the Holy See.

Despite their prolific work, there is no in-depth study of these authors from the point
of view of their restoration of legal and political Thomism. For example, there is not any
comprehensive work on Georges Renard, probably due to his loss of academic audience upon
his entry into the Dominican order in 1932.

This article attempts to show how Renard and Delos link the Maurice Hauriou’s
institutionalist theory with the jusnaturalist doctrine of Thomas Aquinas.

The modern restoration of Thomistic legal thought is particularly interesting in its
theoretical justification of positive law: the latter is always subordinated to natural law, a notion
that Thomistic jurists strive to make ever more intelligible.

Francija Akvinas Toma idejas pirmo reizi atbilstoSi savam laikam parstradaja divi
Tomisma skolai piederosi franCu juristi, Morisa Haurt (Maurice Hauriou, 1856-1929)
macekli: jurists, publisko tiesibu profesors un Sillon (republikanu un katolu kustibas) aktivists
Zorzs Renars (Georges Renard, 1876—1943) un starptautisko publisko tiesibu profesors un
kanonisko tiesibu padomnieks Francijas véstnieciba pie Svéta krésla Zozefs Tomass Deloss
(Joseph Thomas Delos, 1891-1974).

Lai gan Sie autori produktivi stradaja, vinu darbs tiesiska un politiska Tomisma
restauracijas joma nav ticis padzilinati pétits. Pieméram, nav izdota neviena apkopojosa
publikacija par Zorzu Renaru, iesp&jams tapec, ka, 1932. gada iestajoties Dominikanu ordent,
vin$ zaudgja savu akadémisko auditoriju.

Saja referata autors méginas paradit, ka Renars un Deloss sasaista Morisa Hauri
institucionalisma teoriju ar Akvinas Toma dabisko tiesibu doktrinu.

Ansis Kaupéns’ Gang (1920-1926): The Testimony of the “Zemgale
Criminal” in the Protocols of the Previous Investigation

Kaspars Strods

In the first half of the 1920s, in Latvia the number of various crimes increased. Illegal
activities were carried out by individual criminals and also by organised criminal groups. The
most known of these was the so-called Ansis Kaupéns (1895-1927) gang, which from 1920
till 1926 committed dozens of different types of crimes (robberies, murders, thefts etc.). After
the arrest of A. Kaupéns on 8 June 1926, he was questioned several times by representatives
of the Criminal Administration and investigative judges of Jelgava. Testimonies obtained
during the interrogations were later used as evidence in the trial.

Until now, the activities of A. Kaupéns and other gang members have not come to the
centre of attention of academic researchers in Latvian historiography. Hence, there is a lack of
detailed studies on this issue that is essential for the history of Latvia.

The aim of the report is to analyse the testimonies given by A. Kaupéns (his social
portrait, committed crimes etc.) on the basis of the documents available in fund 3404 (“Latvijas
Armijas tiesa”) of the Latvian State Historical Archive.

The protocols analysed give an idea of the social portrait of A. Kaupéns, as well as of
the crimes committed by the gang. Separate interrogations conducted by Jelgava city
investigative judges and Criminal Administration investigators allow reconstructing the crimes
committed by the gang. Often, the drawn-up records contain texts prepared in a standard form,
which include personal information about A. Kaupéns and the committed offenses (time and
place of the crime, name and surname of the victim, a brief description of the crime, etc.),
however, lacking any details of what happened. In many cases the texts included in the
protocols of investigative judges do not give a full picture of the personality of A. Kaupéns
and the activities of the gang. Thereby, for a more complete reconstruction of the social portrait
of A. Kaupéns, as well as of the activities of the gang, it would be preferable to use other
documents drawn up during the investigation (for example, during the trial etc.).

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Social Care Institution in Riga, 9 Fridrika Street:
Example of the Development of the Social Care, 1912-1940

A number of social care institutions in Riga were established in the 19" century during
the vast urbanisation and industrialisation process, as the number of people in need
dramatically increased. In the 19™ century, Riga was the third most industrialised city in the
Russian Empire, therefore, a large number of people from rural areas searched for jobs in
prominent industries. Still, many of them managed to cover only some of the necessary
expenses. Besides that, Riga was also the third city in the Russian Empire by its charity funds.
Many buildings of social care institutions established in the 19" century are still used for social
care or medicine. The paper aims to show the development of municipal social care in Riga
through changes in the functions of the social care institution on 9 Fridrika Street, Latgale
Suburb. Started as a night asylum for males in 1912, it changed its position as a Magdalenian
institution (1918-1919) and later functioned as a night asylum for females (1920-1940),
managed by Milda Sénberga (1889—1940). Thereby, this paper shows the social portrait of the
residents of this institution and the problems it faced in different periods. Also, the difficulties
that female managers of the asylum faced within the period of 20 years are shown. The main
methods used are analysis of the primary sources and statistical data and comparison of the
operation of the institution in different periods.

The research showed the following: 1) functioning of a modern, municipal social care
institution for adults in the interwar period was strongly connected with municipal social care
and private charity traditions in Riga in the 19" century; 2) the example of Latgale Suburb
being one of the most multiform parts of the city shows that the development of social care in
Riga was connected with the impact of various minorities, denominations, and people being
from different social classes; 3) an example of one social care institution can show the
development of social care in the city.

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The Right to Work in France, 1848-1946

Article 23 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights states that: “Everyone has the
right to work, to free choice of employment, to just and favourable conditions of work and to
protection against unemployment.” The right to work today is established nationally and
internationally by multiple laws and institutions (International Labour Organization,
International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights...). In France, it has been
recognised in the preamble to the constitution of the Fourth Republic, along with the obligation
to work.

This paper focuses on why and when the idea of “the right to work’ became the solution
to unemployment and poverty in the minds of many French workers and politicians.

The expression “right to work” first appeared in France during the 1848 revolution, in
the writings of Louis Blanc, a French socialist, as the Industrial Revolution had brought an
unprecedented poverty rate upon workers. The idea that an individual would have the right to
require a job, whether from an employer or from the State itself, immediately lit up intense
debates between all types of intellectuals: liberals, communists, socialists, and anarchists.

While the right to work has been discussed since its constitutionalisation, few
researchers in Law History come back to its origins to offer an extended look from its
conception to 1946. That is why it seems essential to take this step and see what the political
history offers in this domain. While still bearing in mind modern economic and ecological
issues surrounding work, studying its past would help enlighten the essence of this so-called
right to work, its consequences, its inherent problems, and the hope workers had when they
invaded the Temporary Government seat in February 1848 shouting: “Citizen, the work
organisation, the right to work in an hour! Such is the will of the people, it is waiting.”

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Abortion Laws from the 1930s to Resistance to the Abortion Ban Today
Philosophical and Historical Perspectives

Today, Poland has one of the harshest and most restricted abortion laws in Europe. In
the 1930s, abortions were legalised in Poland for the first time, and in 1956, abortions were
liberalised, women could have an abortion if they had poor living conditions and had an access
to secure hospital treatment. During the Soviet period, the Catholic Church was fighting to
restrict access to abortions, and gradually the possibility to have abortions became less
accessible for women by the law. Even though the Catholic Church supported the democratic
movement in Poland, it gained a lot of power in politics and started to influence social
questions and laws in Poland. In the 1990s, abortion laws were restricted by the law allowing
women to have abortion in the cases of rape, incest, and danger to a woman’s life.

The Catholic Church started its propaganda stating that life starts with pregnancy and
that from the perspective of civil laws it is a legal person. In a few recent years, abortion laws
were extremely restricting, which sparkled resistance in the Polish society, especially among
the younger generation and women’s rights activists. Both the Catholic Church and the
opposing parties have their own ideologies and tools of persuasion to form society’s opinion
on the law issues.

The goal of this presentation is to discuss the historical aspects of Polish abortion laws
as well as to analyse the political and ideological resistance related to the current abortion law
in the Polish society, its progression and resistance against the ruling party, and abortion laws
from the philosophical and historical perspective. The research concludes that Polish abortion
laws became stricter in the recent few years due to right-wing politics and Catholic Church
propaganda. The research uses the philosophical theories of Julia Kristeva, Maurice Blanchot,
and Gyorgy Lukécs to explain the development of Polish abortion laws as well as to analyse
the possibility of resistance from the philosophical perspective.

Polija aborti tika pirmoreiz legalizéti 20. gadsimta 30. gados, un 1956. gada aborti tika
liberalizeti; sievietém, kuram bija triicigi dzives apstakli, bija iesp&ja veikt abortu, un vinam
bija pieejami drosi arstnieciskie pakalpojumi slimnica. Padomju laika Katolu baznica centas
ierobezot abortu pieejamibu, un pakapeniski likumdosana piedavaja sieviet€ém arvien mazak
iesp€ju veikt abortu. Lai gan Polija Katolu baznica atbalstija demokratisko kustibu, ta ieguva
lielu ietekmi politika un saka iespaidot socialos jautajumus un likumus. 20. gadsimta 90. gados
aborta likumi tika ierobezoti, atlaujot veikt abortu tikai izvaroSanas vai incesta gadijuma, ka
arT tad, ja bija apdraudéta sievietes dziviba.

Katolu baznicas propagandas izejas punkts bija apgalvojums, ka dziviba rodas
gritniecibas iestasanas bridi un ka no civillikumu perspektivas ta ir juridiska persona. Dazu
ped&jo gadu laika aborta likumi tika arkartigi stingri ierobeZoti, izraisot pretestibu Polijas
sabiedriba, 1pasi no jaunakas paaudzes un sieviesu tiesibu aktivistu puses. Gan Katolu baznicai,
gan pretéju nostaju paudo$ajam partijam katrai ir sava ideologija un parliecinasanas
instrumenti, ar kuriem ietekmét sabiedrisko domu likumdoSanas jautajumos.

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Lithuanian Latvians in the Leadership of Evangelical Lutheran Church
in Lithuania, 1941-1951

During the Second World War, Baltic Evangelical Lutheran churches saw enormous
changes and religious policies of totalitarian regimes. The Lutheran churches of Estonia and
Latvia experienced a change in the leadership of churches in the last months of 1944, while in
Lithuania this took place as early as in 1941. During the first Soviet occupation and the
occupation of Nazi Germany, most Lithuanian Lutheran clerics left the country, leaving open
the question of the future of church leadership. In 1941, the new Lithuanian Evangelical
Lutheran Consistory was established in Kaunas, led by Lithuanian Latvians Erikas Leijeris and
Jonas Kalvanas. Under their leadership, the Lithuanian Lutheran church continued its activities
during the Second World War and the first post-war years, defying Soviet power policy and
its efforts to Sovietise the church.

The purpose of the report is to describe the personalities of Erikas Leijeris and Jonas
Kalvanas, their activities and relations with the Soviet rule from 1941 to 1951, highlighting the
importance of Lithuanian Latvians in developing the Lithuanian Lutheran church from 1941
to 1951. Archival sources from the Lithuanian State Archives, the Lithuanian Special Archives
and literature are used, the report reveals the structure of the Lithuanian Lutheran Church, its
conditions during the Stalinist period, and the repressions against clergy, including the trial
and exile of Erikas Leijeris. The vice-chairman of the Consistory and pastor of Taurage, Jonas
Kalvanas, from 1941 to 1951, was a crucial person in the battle against the Soviet religious
policy of closing congregations, destroying churches and the Lutheran community.

The author concludes that these two personalities are significant in the history of the
Lithuanian Evangelical Lutheran Church, as the cautious tactics towards the Council for
Religious Affairs and other control authorities allowed the church to be preserved during the
occupation period, with Jonas Kalvanas later even becoming bishop of the Lutheran church.

Igaunijas un Latvijas luteranu baznicas
piedzivoja baznicu vadibas mainu 1944. gada ped&jos ménesos, bet Lietuva izmainas notika
jau 1941. gada. Pirmas padomju okupacijas un nacistiskas Vacijas okupacijas laika lielaka dala
lietuvieSu luteranu garidznieku devas prom no valsts, atstajot atklatu jautajumu par turpmako
baznicas vadibu. 1941. gada tika nodibinata jauna Lietuvas ev.-lut. konsistorija Kauna, kuras
vadiba bija Lietuvas latviesi Eriks Leijers un Jons Kalvans. Vinu vadiba Lietuvas ev.-lut.
baznica turpinaja savu darbibu Otra pasaules kara laika un pirmajos peckara gados, pretojoties
padomju varas politikai un tas centieniem sovetiz&t baznicu.

Referata mérkis ir raksturot Erika Leijera un Jona Kalvana personibas, vinu darbibu un
attiecibas ar padomju varu no 1941. lidz 1951. gadam, iezZim&jot Lietuvas latvieSu nozimi
Lietuvas ev.-lut. baznicas attistiba konkrétaja perioda. Izmantojot Lietuvas Valsts arhiva,
Lietuvas speciala arhiva materialus un atbilstoSo literatiiru referata tiek atklata Lietuvas ev.-
lut. baznicas uzbiive, sadziviskie un politiskie apstakli stalinisma perioda, ka ar1 represijas pret
garidzniekiem, tai skaitd Erika Leijera tiesaSana un izsiitiSana.

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From Harmony to Unisson:
The Evolution of Diplomatic Immunities, 1814-1964

Jean-Charles Pelao-Radin$

Traces of diplomatic protection can be followed through a limbo of times. However, as
soon as the ink dried on the Treaty of Westphalia in 1648, the diplomatic immunities of
“residential ambassadors” became the Gordian knot of international relations and persisted
until today. Indeed, on the one hand, it is required for a state to be able to represent its interests
abroad, which implies the physical presence of an envoy. On the other hand, in order to fulfil
this mission efficiently, the envoy must be protected from all pressure and reprisal in case of
tensions.

Today, the question of diplomatic immunity is considered “codified” under the
Convention of Vienna concerning diplomatic immunities from 1961, but it did not put an end
to the controversy around this mechanism.

The immunities of the ambassador were treated very meagerly by law specialists and
often from a doctrinal point of view, developing theories that often needed a socio-political
base. Our study emphasises what makes the “biological life” of a legal mechanism that seems
to hold a lot of political power. Far from denying its legality, we are focusing on the
sociological aspect of this fundamental question from the Treaty of Vienna in 1814 until the
Convention of Vienna in 1961. This research uses personal papers from ambassadors,
international case analysis, and preparation documents made by jurists from different nations
from multiple congresses and conferences scattered around these past two centuries.

Our goal is to achieve a purging of the statute of ambassadors under the analysis of
their principal assets. In our opinion, this “institution-mechanism” evolved from being seen as
a political privilege to a juridical incompetency of the local court. That change is fundamental
to understand the juridification of international relations in modern times.

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Formation of the Lithuanian—Polish Border in the Interwar Period:
A Landscape Study

Jovita Kadikinaité

The inter-war disagreements between Lithuania and Poland are still relevant today in
the social and political context of Vilnius and the Vilnius region. The social and political issues
in the Lithuanian capital and region antagonise society to this day. This is why research into
the origins of the issue (the conflict between Lithuania and Poland in 1919-1920 and its
circumstances as well as consequences analysis) is relevant.

The conflict and outcome of the events formed the border between Lithuania and
Poland for the interwar period. In this presentation the subject is analysed through the prism
of landscape archaeology. Landscape study helps to understand more details about certain
battle tactics choices as well as take the natural conditions, the terrain, etc. into account of the
outcome of the events. Thus, such a holistic view of the conflict and the battles that took place
during it can also better explain the formation of the border between the belligerent states.

The formation of this border was a complex process, and Lithuanian—Polish territories
were separated in various ways and impacted by different circumstances, and the landscape
also played an important role. Results of the study showed what determined the outcome of
the battles fought during this military conflict, and how the landscape influenced that. Thus,
even if borders were drawn by diplomacy, territories were divided by the outcome of battles.
Additionally, borders were formed not only by war: to some extent, they were shaped by
natural conditions, i. e. rivers, as well as the local civilians and their own initiative. However,
the influence of the landscape cannot be underestimated.

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A Place Between Nations:
The ldea of a Latvian—Lithuanian State, 1884—-1984

James Montgomery Baxenfield

A deterministic tendency in history writing depicts the past as a series of events that
lead to the establishment of present-day states. However, more states have been proposed than
created. “Unrealised state-building projects” have received significantly less attention than
their realised counterparts. The idea of a Latvian—Lithuanian state provides a prime example
of such a project, often depicted as a passing notion of little significance. The aim of this
research is to demonstrate the potential of unrealised state-building projects in revealing
aspects of the past that are obscured by nation-centric narratives.

Emerging in a colonial context, the idea of a Latvian—Lithuanian state survived
revolutions, endured wars, and outlasted independence, gaining and losing supporters with
each revised iteration. Three distinct period of activity are discernible, during which it
underwent numerous reinterpretations. Initially advocated among Lithuanian—American
émigrés, it attracted international attention at the end of the First World War. Throughout the
interwar period, it retained and gained supporters, primarily within Latvian and Lithuanian
rapprochement societies. Following the Second World War, a renewed drive towards
establishing a common state was attempted in the displaced persons camps of Germany. By
this time, the notion had transformed from a Lithuanian—American idea into a nascent Latvian
exile movement.

This case study demonstrates the complexities of researching unrealised state-building
projects, examining the aspirations, challenges, and narratives that accompany such ideas.
Utilising archival sources from Estonia, Germany, Latvia, Lithuania, the United Kingdom, and
the United States, this century-long proposal provides an insight into the intricacies that
influence the development of such conceptual entities.

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Political Relations between Lithuania and the United States of America,
1929-1940

Augusté Grakavinaité

The 1940s stand out as one of the most intense and dynamic periods, characterised by
fundamental shifts in international relations. Within this epoch, radical political
transformations in Germany, the consolidation of Stalin’s regime, the occupation of the Baltic
countries constituted the most prominent challenges influencing the United States of America
and relatively smaller nations, such as Lithuania. Nevertheless, these challenges did not
uniformly impact both countries but their relationship could affect or influence the resolution
of these issues. This study aims to thoroughly examine the political relations between Lithuania
and the United States of America from 1929 to 1940.

The study delves into the examination of political relations between two nations,
focusing on signed treaties as a primary lens. It explores the resonance of significant Lithuanian
issues within the US agenda, scrutinising the role of diplomats and the depiction of Lithuanian
expatriates in both American and Lithuanian contexts as presented in the US press.
Furthermore, the research endeavours to dissect the posture and attitude of the United States
towards the Soviet Union in 1940 within the context of the concluded occupation of Lithuania.

The research revealed that Lithuania’s debt and the signed treaty were key concerns for
the embassy in Washington. It was the primary focus for US—Lithuanian relations, with the
Lithuanian government leveraging ties with American Lithuanians due to perceived lack of
direct support from the US authorities. This strategic approach aimed to influence the US
government through public opinion. Archival documents suggest that the US government was
more of an observer in the political relations between two countries, except when Lithuania
was occupied, than it became more actively involved.

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The Role of the Institutions of Federal State/People’s Republic of Croatia
in Delimitation of Its Borders, 1945-1956

The topic contributes to the knowledge on internal dynamics between the central
authorities of Yugoslavia and one of its constituent republics, Croatia. As such it sheds light
on Croatian history. This can be used as a reference point for history of other constituent
republics of the Yugoslav federation. The aim is to ascertain the level of autonomy of Croatian
republican authorities in relation to the federal centre of Yugoslavia in Belgrade. The methods
used in research were the analytical method, the comparative method, and oral history. The
main sources were archival funds held in the Croatian State Archives and the Archive of
Croatian Academy of Sciences and Arts. Among the studied phenomena was the process of
selection of members for Border Commission (BC), an agency attached to the government of
Federal State/People’s Republic of Croatia (FS/PRC). In order to follow the decision-making
process in the Communist Party of Croatia (CPC), | used the notes of the Central Committee
of CPC. The priority for the BC was to prepare materials and conduct the research on areas
that belonged to Italy. The least priority was given to cases of border disputes with
neighbouring federal republics of Yugoslavia. The highest degree of cooperation was achieved
with Slovenia. On that border the institutions of two republics followed the envisaged legal
procedures. The border disputes with eastern neighbours were frequently complicated by
unilateral decisions. To conclude, many of the ministries of Croatian government in Zagreb
were not blind instruments of the federal government in Belgrade. The institutions of FS/PRC
enjoyed a significant degree of autonomy in relation to the neighbouring republics in
Yugoslavia, but as regards the cases in which their policy clashed with plans of federal
authorities, they were explicitly reminded not to engage in independent moves.

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Lubans Plain in the Iron Age: Landscape of Burial Sites

Enija Zake

The Stone Age is the most extensively studied period in Lubans Plain, while research
of the found Iron Age monuments has not been broad enough. Due to intensive and continuous
population in prehistory, the area around Lake Lubans is considered an archaeological micro-
region. By researching the landscape of Iron Age burial sites, it is possible to interpret the
structure of burial sites in the micro-region and to analyse the diversity of burial types.

Intensive population of the area in the Iron Age is evidenced by 20 settlements, one
cult site, and 33 burial grounds. The five known sites of stray finds in Lubans Plain point to
yet unexplored potential areas that may have been used by people in the Iron Age.

Different types of burials have been found in Lubans Plain. The different burial
traditions characterise the heterogeneous population of the area. In the first half of the Iron
Age, the dead were buried in graves with stacked stones, barrows with stone circles, and
barrows without stone circles, whereas from the 6™ century onwards — in flat and barrow burial
fields, which contain archaeological material characteristic of the Latgalian culture.

The aim of the research is to reconstruct the landscape of burial sites in Lubans Plain
during the Iron Age, determining the population density and connection of burial sites to
specific ethno-cultural groups, and researching changes in the location of burial sites in the
environment.

The research uses data analysis and statistical methods to summarise and analyse
previous research and archaeological material. Using the coordinates available in the
monument maps of the Latvian Geospatial Information Agency and mantojums.lv, maps were
created using the cartographic method and QGIS software.

The variety of the burial types found is indicative of an increase in population density
and changes in the landscape of burial sites. The area of Lubans Plain was part of the area of
distribution of both Baltic Finnic and Baltic cultures.

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Inland Waterways as Arteries for Trade and Cultural Connections in
Western Courland in the 9""-11™ Centuries

Little attention has been paid to inland waterways in the prehistory of Latvia, and if
they have been studied at all, it is mostly the waterways of the big rivers (Daugava, Gauja,
Lielupe, etc.). An open question is whether small rivers could also have been used as
waterways. In order to answer this question, three rivers from Western Kurzeme have been
selected as case studies: Riva, UZava, and Saka (including Durbe and Tebra, which form Saka).
These waterways are connected to the wider transport routes of the Baltic Sea region, and also,
these rivers are located between the Venta river and Grobina town, which were important
objects of trade and cultural connections. The main developers and maintainers of these
contacts were the Scandinavian Vikings, whose period of activity has been chosen as the
chronological boundaries of this paper.

The aim of the paper is to define the possibilities of use and the role of the waterways
of the small rivers in cultural and trade contacts in the 9"-11'" centuries.

The main methods of the research include the analysis of LIDAR land relief models,
old photographs, maps, historical sources, etc. to determine the possibilities of ship navigation
on the rivers in the chosen time period. The second object of research is the archaeological
material in the vicinity of the rivers, with emphasis on evidence of maritime and cultural
connections. Additional information is derived from toponyms.

The main conclusion of the research is that all three rivers were probably navigable,
but their role in cultural and trade relations was minimal. There is some evidence on the Riva
and UZava concerning separate contacts with the Scandinavians, but these contacts were not
constant. Whereas the Saka gained its role as a waterway only later, during the Crusades, when
a port was built in its mouth and used very intensively for navigation. Cultural and trade links
were occasional, probably due to the sparse population of the area.

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Analysis of Animal Co-burials from Gauja Liv Burial Grounds

Beside human remains found during the archaeological excavations carried out in the
19" and 20™ centuries in the burial grounds of the Gauja Livs and the Daugava Livs, remains
of animal skeletons were also found. However, often due to the specific chemical composition
of the soil, not only bones but also organic ecofacts can be preserved in the soil, like wood,
bark, leather, and fur. For example, in 1960, relatively well-preserved fur fragments were
found in Grave 10 of Liepenes burial ground in Krimulda. Similar fur samples were obtained
in 1873 in another, geographically proximate burial site of the Gauja Livs — in Grave 22 of the
barrow burial ground of Taléni in Krimulda. Evidences of a bearskin placed in a human burial
of Finno-Ugric origin have been found in the territory of Finland. Based on the research of
Finnish zooarchaeological material, it was concluded that not only the findings of the fur itself,
but also the bones — the 3" phalanxes and the proximal ends of the 2" phalanxes, which are
separated together with the fur during skinning process — can testify to the fur placed in the
burial.

Although the research techniques and documentation used during the excavations of
these specific Liv burial grounds do not allow identifying the original location (in situ) of the
fur fragments, the fur samples still have a high scientific potential. For example, in 2023, with
an aim to determine the animal species, a series of analyses were performed using an optical
microscope and a scanning electron microscope (SEM).

The purpose of the report is to improve the knowledge of the funeral traditions of the
Gauja Livs, which also include co-buried animals and artefacts of animal origin (including fur)
using such research methods as **C AMS, SEM, ZooMS, stable isotope analysis, etc.

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The Motif of Clasped Hands in Jewellery Found at the 14"-18" Century
Churchyard of Tukums Church

The churchyard of Tukums Church was used from the early 14" century until the late 18™
century. Archaeological research was conducted there in 2003, 2019, and 2020. During research,
an extensive material of artefacts was found including an amount of jewellery atypical for town
churchyards. Of these, four 16""-18™ century ornaments were examined more closely, in which
an embossed motif of clasped hands can be perceived — three brooches and a finger-ring.

The origin of fede brooches can be traced to the Gothic tradition. The earliest records of
such brooches found in Latvia are from the 14™ century. Finger-rings as an element of the
marriage ceremony are mentioned in 15"-16™ century liturgy books. However, the tradition of
wearing finger-rings as a proof of marriage or engagement dates back to ancient times. Fede
rings have been found in deposits and burials from the turn of the 16™/17" centuries.

Research of jewellery allow tracing information regarding the owners’ property and
social status and also their ethnic and religious belonging, as well as describe the craft of
jewellery making and notions about art of a certain community. Hence, the purpose of this paper
is to trace the development of clasped hands motif and its realisation in art, using as an example
jewellery items found in the churchyard of Tukums Church.

Jewellery with elements of clasped hands are often viewed from a materialistic aspect,
leaving the symbolic meaning in the background. Therefore, the paper traces the development of
this motif in art and funeral culture from ancient times to the 18" century. In order to understand
the context of the motif in the cultural space of Latvia, findings from other cemeteries were
analysed. As to the jewellery items found at the churchyard of Tukums Church, not only the
archaeological context of the jewellery, but also the solution of decoration are viewed. The
technology of making these decorations is especially important — the chemical composition of
metal and coating of two brooches was analysed. The research is characterised by an
interdisciplinary methodological approach. Historical, art history, archaeological, chemical and
physical methods were used. The most important to be mentioned are: typological, historical-
genetic methods as well as iconographic analysis and metal spectral analysis.

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Theoretical Approaches to Studying Medieval Livonian Dress Accessories
and Jewellery

Dress accessories and jewellery served as a powerful means of self-expression and
identity construction, reflecting the diverse and complex social structure of medieval society —
natives and foreigners, urban and rural populations, belonging to certain social groups, etc.
These artefacts are mostly examined in the Latvian scientific literature from a material
perspective, also focusing on ethnic processes.

The report uses an interdisciplinary approach that combines the studies of material
culture and social dynamics. In order to unravel the complex history of the study of medieval
dress accessories and jewellery, the paper examines the existing theoretical approaches in
archaeology and compares them with insights acquired from other disciplines, such as
medieval history, art history, fashion history, in the context of medieval culture in Western
Europe. By analysing artefacts from several perspectives, a broader picture of the diversity of
medieval Livonian society, daily life, the meaning of one’s status, and religious conceptions
can be acquired.

In addition to the aesthetic appeal of the dress accessories and jewellery they provide
insight into the identity, social hierarchies, and technological advances of the time. The results
of the research into how people dressed in medieval Livonia enhance our understanding of
everyday life, power dynamics, and the transmission of cultural values.

The paper considers how the vibrant culture of medieval Livonia, the material and
social aspects of dress accessories and jewellery, and their significance have been treated in
the scholarly literature. A framework for categorising of what are dress accessories, what is
jewellery, and which groups of objects do not fit into the above categories is developed.
Through careful analysis and interpretation of the diverse sources, it is possible to reconstruct
the past more full-fledgedly and to offer a more nuanced understanding of the way of life in
medieval Livonia.

Viena no Krievijas
iekSpolitikas probléemam bija griitibas nodroSinat vienotu tiesisku parvaldi visa valsti, ko
apgritindja impérijas izmérs, attalajos valsts regionos pastavot neskaidriem autonomijas un
tiesiskajiem statusiem. Viens no $adiem autonomajiem regioniem bija Baltijas provinces,
kuram saskana ar 1721. gada Nistades miera liguma nosacijumiem tika garant€tas paSas
parvaldes privilégijas, bet kuras tiesiski netika precizétas.

P&c 1762. gada, kad valsts apv@rsuma rezultata pie varas naca Katrina II, jauna
valdniece vEIgjas ieviest vienotu likumdoSanu visa Krievijas impeérija. Katrina II saka veidot
likuma traktatu jeb “Nakaz”, kuram bija jakliist par pamatu vienotai likumdosanas ievieSanai
visa Krievijas imperija, ka rezultata 1766. gada 14. decembrt tika publiskots manifests par
jaunas institticijas jeb Likumdosanas komisijas (Ulozhennaja xomissija) izveidi.

Activities of the Legislative Commission
of the Russian Empire (1767-1768): The Issue of the Baltic Privileges

The Russian Empire became one of the world’s leading powers in the second half of
the 18" century. However, despite its considerable geopolitical influence in international
relations, the Russian Empire was internally fragmented. One of Russia’s inner political
problems implied the difficulties to ensure a uniform legal administration throughout the
country, which was encumbered by the size of the empire as remote regions of the country had
unclear autonomy and legal statuses. The Baltic provinces were among such autonomous
regions; under the terms of the Treaty of Nystad, 1721, they were guaranteed special
administrative privileges that were never legally specified.

After 1762, when Catherine Il came to power in Russia after a coup d’état, the new
ruler wanted to introduce uniform legislation throughout the Russian Empire. Catherine 1l
began to draw up a law treatise, the “Nakaz”, which was to become the basis for the
introduction of uniform legislation throughout the Russian Empire. As a result, on
14 December 1766, a manifesto was published on the creation of a new body, the Legislative
Commission (Ulozhennaya Komissia).

The purpose of this institution was to ensure compliance with uniform legislation,
based on the norms of uniform legislation, by involving representatives nominated by the
whole empire from different social orders and regions in the decision-making process. The
institution’s work was not only concerned with evaluating laws, but also with legitimising the
power of the legal monarchy, based on the 18" century concept of “absolute enlightenment”
in public administration.

The aim of the paper is to compare the reports by the deputies of the Legislative
Commission of the Russian Empire on the preservation of Baltic privileges despite the
introduction of unified legislation in the Russian Empire. Analysis of the available source
materials leads to the conclusion that the issue of Baltic privileges revealed the existing
contradictions between the legislations of the Baltic provinces and the Russian Empire.

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Copies of the 1778 Rézekne General Plan
as a Source of Urban Planning History

In 1778, Catherine 1l approved orthogonal plans for three modern Latgale cities:
Daugavpils, Ludza, and Rézekne. The location of the original R€zekne (Rezhitsa) general plan
is currently unknown, but researchers have access to four copies of this plan, which were
created at the turn of the 18"/19™ centuries. These copies illustrate both the changes that have
occurred in the city plan and the deviations from the general plan.

The purpose of this paper is to compare the copies of the 1778 Rézekne general plan
and to determine their value from the perspective of historical source studies.

Within this research, the author considers the copy published in the Full Collection of
Laws of the Russian Empire (1839) to be the closest to the original plan. It has two similar
copies that differ in details and lack secure dating. The first three copies show the orthogonal
layout characteristic of the classicism, but they are all drawn in the wrong scale and orientation,
and moreover, they completely ignore the topographical peculiarities of the surrounding area.
The fourth copy was drawn by Rezhitsa district land surveyor and differs significantly,
demonstrating a topography corresponding to reality and, accordingly, a deviation from the
original orthogonal plan.

Today, only the section of Latgales Street from the intersection with Ludzas and
Kri§jana Barona streets to the intersection with Darzu Street bears approximate correspondence
to the 1778 general plan, whereas in the copy created by the Rézekne land surveyor mentioned
above, Latgales and Ludzas Streets and the old road to Riga and Daugavpils, which incorrectly
crosses the Rézekne river in the other plans, correspond to the current situation.

Thanks to the plan approved by Catherine I, R€zekne has a main street and a market
square in the Old Town, and although the 1778 orthogonal plan was only partially
implemented, it laid the foundation for the system that has influenced the current urban
planning of Rézekne.

19. gadsimta sakuma Rigas
buvniecibu regulgjosajos noteikumos viens no galvenajiem aspektiem bija Rigas ka cietoksna
funkecija, kas ka Ieksrigas aizsardzibas Iidzekli paredzgja priekSpilsétu nodedzinasanu.

19. gadsimta uz Rigu, tapat ka uz citam Krievijas impgrijas pilsétam, attiecas vispargjie
ar celtniecibu saistitie likumi, savukart 1813. gada tika izdoti ipaSi noteikumi par Rigas
priekspilsétu apbuvi, kas 1820. gada tika ietverti visaptvero$os buvnoteikumos. Tajos
saglabajas iepriek$gjie biivniecibas ierobezojumi par nocietinatas pilsétas dalas aizsardzibas
prasibam, bet tika ieviests priekSpilsétas dalijums piecas zonas, kuru robezas apbiives
ierobezojumi bija atskirigi.

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The Role of Suburbs in Riga’s Building Regulations of the First Half
of the 19" Century

Building regulations is one of the main means of shaping and regulating a city, showing
contemporary ideas about city development. Therefore, by comparing the building regulations
that were in force in the first half of the 19" century, the report aims to analyse how the
perception of the role of suburbs in the future growth of the city changed, showing the gradual
merging of Inner Riga and the suburbs.

In the 19" century, Riga underwent significant changes in its territorial development,
which altered the interaction between the city centre and suburbs. In the building regulations
of the early 19" century, one of the main aspects was Riga’s role as a fortress, which meant
burning the suburbs for defence purposes of Inner Riga.

In the 19" century, Riga like other cities of the Russian Empire was subject to general
building laws, but in 1813 special regulations concerning suburban development of Riga were
published, and in 1820 they were included in comprehensive building regulations. They
retained the previous building restrictions regarding the defence of the fortified part of the city
but introduced the division of suburbs into five zones with different building restrictions. The
building regulations were supplemented by the mandatory use of model fagades in new public
and private buildings in the territory of Riga. The model facades were neoclassical and they
were supposed to reflect the ideals of the Enlightenment.

Only after the demolition of Riga’s ramparts and issuance of new building regulations
in 1866 did the construction of multi-storey masonry buildings began — not only in the territory
freed from fortifications but also in the former suburbs.

It can be concluded that the role of suburbs in the building regulations of the first half
of the 19" century changed gradually. On the one hand, the mandatory use of model fagades
contributed to forming a more homogeneous appearance of the suburbs; on the other hand, the
status of Riga as a fortress limited their possibilities for development, which changed only in
the second half of the 19" century after the demolition of the ramparts.

Balstoties uz Latvijas Universitates Latvijas vEstures institiita etnografisko materialu kratuves
materialiem, Latvijas Etnografiska brivdabas muzeja zinatnisko arhivu un autora 2020.—
2022. gada veiktajam ekspedicijam, iesp&jams rekonstruét 20. gs. 20.—30. gadu piejiras ciema
iedzivotaju ikdienas dzivi.

Ciema iedzivotaju ikdienas dzives ritms bija pielagots bitiskakajam iztikas un
ienakuma avotam — jiiras zvejniecibai. Minétaja nodarb& apvienojas vairaki viensétu virieSu
kartas parstavji, bet sievietes un beérni palidzgja ar darbiem, kas bija saistiti ar jiras zvejas riku
un paligriku apkopi.

Papildus galvenajai nodarbei katrai saimniecibai pieder€ja piemajas zemes gabals vai
citos gadijumos ar1 pie Trumpenieku plavam (viens no Cetriem Papes ciema teritorialajiem
iedalfjumiem). PiederoSajas zemes cilvéki nodarbojas ar1 ar lauksaimniecibu, lopkopibu un
zemkopibu. Atkariba no gadalaika mainfjas iedzivotaju nodarbe — vasards ta bija
lauksaimnieciba, lopkopiba un jiiras zveja, ziemas méneSos — meza darbi un iesaiste ciema
sabiedriskaja dzive.

Papes ciems ir viens no retajiem Latvijas piejiiras ciemiem, kura lidz pat miisdienam ir
saglabajusies vésturiska apbiive, un, pateicoties etnografiskajas ekspedicijas ievaktajai
daudzveidigajai informacijai, ir iesp&jams rekonstruét viena piejiras ciema iedzivotaju
ikdienas dzives ritgjumu. Tad&jadi viena ciema piemérs var sniegt atbildes ar1 uz jautajumiem
par dzivi pargjos Dienvidkurzemes zvejnieku ciemos.
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Reconstruction of Everyday Life in the Village of Pape in the 1920s-1930s

The village of Pape is located in the south-western part of Kurzeme, 270 km from Riga
and 12 km from the centre of Rucava parish, on the coast of the Baltic Sea. The village, which
has been populated up to this day, has preserved the historical traditional vernacular
architecture of the late 19" century and early 20" century. Based on the materials of the
Repository of Ethnographic Material of the Institute of Latvian History, University of Latvia,
the scientific archive of the Latvian Ethnographic Open-Air Museum, and the expeditions
carried out by the author in 2020-2022, it is possible to reconstruct the daily life of the
inhabitants of seaside villages in the 1920-1930s.

The rhythm of daily life of the villagers was adapted to the most important source of
sustenance and income — sea fishing. Several male members of a homestead joined together
for the aforementioned activity, while women and children helped with work related to
maintenance of the fishing gear and auxiliary tools.

In addition to the main occupation, each homestead owned a plot of land around the
house or, in other cases, land near Trumpenieki meadows (one of the four territorial divisions
of Pape village). On this land people also engaged in agriculture, animal husbandry, and crop-
growing. Depending on the season of the year, the occupation of the inhabitants changed: in
summer it was agriculture, animal husbandry, and sea fishing, while in winter months — forest
works and involvement in the village’s social life.

The village of Pape is one of the few seaside villages in Latvia, where the historical
buildings have been preserved to this day, and thanks to the diverse information collected
during ethnographic expeditions, it is possible to reconstruct the procedure of inhabitants’ daily
life in this seaside village. Thus, the example of one village can provide answers to questions
about life in other fishing villages in the southern part of Kurzeme.

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Gurvich Beer Brewery:
An Insight into Daugavpils Industry, 1860-1940

Daugavpils was one of the cities in Russian Empire, which, during the second half of
the 19" century, saw a fast growth in industry, which was mostly ensured by the development
of a significant railway junction. The growth was visible in all fields, including the beer
brewing. Gurvich Beer Brewery was among the factories that started its operation with the
development of the railway junction in the city. The brewery is significant with its production
and longevity. By researching the history of this brewery we get a glimpse of the industrial
development outside of Riga and also of the role of the owner of this enterprise in society.

Gurvich Beer Brewery operated from 1860 to 1940, during which time it became one
of the biggest breweries in the region. Regardless of the long period of operation, its history is
little studied. The topic of Daugavpils industry and owners of industrial enterprises has been
viewed within the studies of the history of the city and of the Jewish Community in Daugavpils.
It is important to note that these works treat the subject of industry only superficially.
Considering the rapid pace of Daugavpils industrial development, it is important to understand
the interaction between the industry and the society of the city.

This research is based on analysis of documents. In the course of the research, a serious
problem arose concerning the availability of the documents (a large part of the documents
either have been destroyed or are being kept in Belarusian archives), which made it difficult to
get a full view of the brewery’s internal history. Reports about the production, newspapers,
and city council documents not only show the size of the production of the brewery but also
describe the owner’s role in society. Gurvich Beer Brewery was one of the biggest breweries
in Vitebsk Governorate, and moreover, it was one of the most technologically developed
breweries that managed to operate up until 1940. The owner of the brewery had a considerable
influence on what was happening the city.

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Electrification Plans of the Republic of Latvia and Their Realisation, 1919—
1940

In the Republic of Latvia, grandiose plans were created from its first days, which
envisaged electrification of the entire territory of Latvia and creation of a unified electricity
system. The paper “Electrification Plans of the Republic of Latvia and Their Realisation in
1919-1940” reflects the long and complicated path to the creation of a unified electricity
network in interwar Latvia. The aim of the work is to explore the plans for the country’s
electrification and electricity supply and their realisation in 1919-1940.

The paper provides an insight into the production of electricity until Latvia gained its
independence, in order to show the starting positions of the new country in this sector. Also,
data have been collected on electrification plans and institutions in the interwar period that
directly or indirectly developed and organised the plans.

The historical-descriptive method was used in the development of the work, using
archival materials, publications in the press, scientific literature, and memories of
contemporaries, thus describing the plans for the construction of the hydroelectric power plant
(HPP) and the creation of the electrification network, opinions on them, and their
implementation. The comparative method was also used while studying the connections
between different power plants in Latvia and the way they solved problems of a similar nature.
Attention has also been paid to the international aspect: how exactly the complex mutual
relations of great powers and small countries affected the development of electricity production
in the Republic of Latvia and what made it different from the development of electricity sector
in other Baltic States.

Although no unified electrical network was established in the country until the 1940s,
a large HPP was built in Kegums, and moreover, extensive information on Latvia’s hydrology
was collected, which made it possible to consider the country’s activities in the field of
electrification to be successful.

The First World War and the following February Revolution of 1917 not only created
political changes and economic chaos, but also led to major changes in society. The new reality
fostered the destruction of collective consciousness and the previous legal and moral standards.
The pre-war society ceased to exist, contributing to a certain brutalisation of human relations.
Furthermore, the chaos of war and revolution, combined with the relatively high level of
education of the population, had made the idea of social equality and its radical expression —
Bolshevism — attractive to a large part of Latvian society.

In November 1917, the Latvian Council of Workers, Soldiers, and Landless Deputies
with its executive committee (Iskolat), established in August 1917, gradually took power in
Vidzeme (districts of Valka, Valmiera, and C&sis, and the part of Riga district not occupied by
the German army). The Bolshevik regime lasted less than three months, nevertheless, Iskolat
succeeded in initiating radical political, economic, and social reforms interrupted by the attack
of the German army and the following occupation of Vidzeme in February 1918. To avoid
possible repressive measures against the Bolsheviks and their supporters for the terror that they
had carried out in the previous months, and for the last time to confirm the repressive nature
of the regime, on February 18, Iskolat decided to arrest all “counter-revolutionaries” and
suspects for counter-revolutionary activities and deport them from Latvia.

Based on documents from the Latvian State Archives of the Latvian National Archives,
Latvian State Historical Archives, press materials and memories of contemporaries, the paper
describes the procedure of arrests and deportation in Valmiera and its district. The examples
analysed allow not only reconstructing this event on a local scale, but also to make wider
generalising conclusions about the nature of the first Bolshevik terror, its motivation, methods,
and the range of people involved. At the same time, the analysis of these processes reveals the
beginning of the deportation as a method of Soviet terror, which makes one change the usual
opinion that the first mass deportation of people from the Baltic states took place only on 14
June 1941.

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Activity of the Latvian Chamber of Courts, 1918-1934

On 6 December 1918, the People’s Council of Latvia adopted the Temporary
Regulations Concerning the Latvian Courts and Litigation Procedure. The Chamber of Courts
is defined in law as a court of first instance in criminal cases and a court of second instance in
appeal proceedings of decisions made by regional courts. The Chamber of Courts was an
important institution of the Latvian court system, which was responsible for the activities of
the other court branches, i. e. district courts, magistrates’ courts, and parish courts, as well as
represented the Scientific Institute of Forensic Expertise. The activities of the Latvian Chamber
of Courts in the period 1918-1934 have not been sufficiently researched in Latvian
historiography. The aim of this research is to describe the establishment of the Latvian
Chamber of Courts, its development, and the basic principles of its operation in the period from
1918 to 1934, focusing on the circumstances of its establishment and the description of its
structure. Three research methods have been used: the historical-genetic method, the structural
systems method, and the synthesis method.

The most difficult period in the establishment and development of the Chamber of
Courts was from 1918 to 1921 — there was a shortage of staff and premises, as well as a high
level of crime in the country, in addition to which the Chamber of Courts was abolished from
January to April 1919, which created a heavy workload for the staff of the District Court of
Liepaja. Alongside their active and organisational work, the people working in the courts had
to develop laws. The most productive years of the Chamber were from 1923 to 1934, which
was the time when the justice system was strengthened. Both evidence and expertise were
needed to ensure a fair and error-free trial, which was the main task of the Scientific Institute
of Forensic Expertise, under the supervision of the Chamber of Courts.

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Latvian Orthodox Parishes in 1920-1940:
Example of Laudona Parish

The number of Orthodox parishes in Latvia increased in the middle of 19" century, and
hence, the importance of the Orthodoxy grew in this region as well. One of the first Orthodox
parishes established during this time period was the Latvian Orthodox Parish of Laudona. It
had a large number of parishioners and maintained the status of the largest Orthodox parish of
Latvia during the entire interwar period. The example of Laudona parish shows how Latvian
Orthodox congregations functioned in the interwar period.

The aim of the paper is to reflect on the common trends and characteristics of Latvian
Orthodox parishes through the example of Laudona parish in 1920-1940. The methods used
include the historical-genetic method, complemented by historical comparative and statistical
methods.

After the First World War, Laudona parish had to face the same problems as the rest of
Latvian Orthodox parishes under the management of the Latvian Orthodox Church (LOC).
First, the financial situation of the Laudona parish was difficult. After the war, the economic
situation of the LOC was complicated, therefore it could provide financial support only to those
congregations whose situation was below the critical limit. The church of Laudona was in an
extremely bad technical condition and it required urgent restoration works. OCL provided
financial support, however, it was insufficient covering only some cosmetic repair costs.
Second, it was important to settle the real estate issues immediately, since the economic
independence of the congregation depended on it. The third problem was that in the early 1920s
the congregation did not have its own priest, and this issue remained unsolved until 1927. The
following years saw mutual disagreements between the clergy and the secular leadership of the
parish. This caused frequent changes of spiritual leaders until the end of 1930.

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Admiral Archibald Keyserlingk (1882—-1951):
New Dimensions to a Familiar Character

Admiral Archibald Peter Theophil von Keyserlingk (Keyserling) was an officer of
Baltic German descent, who is mostly known in military history as the first commander of the
Latvian Naval Forces, or, as it was known at the time — Coastal Defence Squadron, from 1924
to 1931. He was described as an energetic, determined, and capable officer, who was popular
among his subordinates, and having a vast amount of knowledge, both from his education as
well as his experience during the Russo—Japanese war and the First World War. However, the
military career of Archibald Keyserlingk has another dimension, which is mentioned very
sparsely in Latvian historiography, and that is his striving to find himself in the middle of
important, sometimes even questionable events.

An insight into Archibald Keyserlingk’s biography reveals his presence in pivotal
events before the outbreak of the Russo—Japanese war, escaping a death penalty during the
First World War, and his multiple roles during the Latvian War of Independence. His
retirement from the commanding position in the Latvian Navy was also controversial, and even
the adventurous life of his son could be seen as a continuation of what the father had started.

The purpose of the study is an analysis of the biography of Archibald Keyserlingk,
focusing on the most pivotal moments of his life and career. The topicality of this subject can
be justified by Keyserlingk’s importance as the first commander of the Latvian Navy, as well
as a lack of a comprehensive summary on one of the most remarkable Latvian officers of the
interwar period. The research is based on several sources: the family history written by Robert
Keyserlingk, unpublished documents from the National Archives of Latvia, Latvian State
Historical Archive, Latvian press editions from the 1930s, as well as books on the Latvian War
of Independence, the Latvian Army during the interwar period, and specifically — the Latvian
Navy, by Eriks Jekabsons, Edgars Andersons, and Eriks Prieditis.

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Symbiosis of Art and Political Power of the 20™" Century in the Life and
Creative Activity of Herberts Mangolds, Artist and Latvian Army Officer

Herberts Mangolds (1901-1978), alongside his active involvement in the field of art,
also attested excellent abilities in the service of the Latvian Army, which he voluntarily joined
in 1919 to participate in the Latvian War of Independence. He continued the service attaining
the rank of officer in 1920 and receiving the Order of the Three Stars, 5" Class, in 1933 as the
commander of the 3rd Battery of the Heavy Artillery Regiment. His self-sacrificing
participation in battles for Latvia’s independence and his excellent military capabilities proved
fatal as the Soviet occupation of Latvia started — Mangolds was arrested during the mass
deportations of 14 June 1941.

Mangolds returned to the Soviet Latvia in 1968. The time spent in exile erased his name
from the artistic environment, therefore, he is currently little known in the history of Latvian
art. The topic is also relevant thanks to the growing interest of collectors in Mangolds’
artworks, including the porcelain of the Kuznetsov factory, painted after his designs.

The aim of this research is to survey the contribution of Herberts Mangolds to the
history of Latvian art, covering the wide and multiform collection of the artist’s works. The
biographical approach used in the preparation of this paper views Mangolds life and creative
activity in interaction with the historical events of the era and changes of political regimes in
the territory of Latvia in the 20" century. The chosen method emphasises not only the
individuality of the artist’s personality, but also his adaptiveness to the conditions of the
changing environment.

Overlapping of the military and art spheres in Mangolds’ daily life allowed his
involvement in the implementation of several government projects — he was one of the authors
who designed the first Latvian army uniforms, and created the design for the Order of Viesturs.
His watercolours made during exile present a historically significant evidence, which can be
viewed as documentary images representing the time spent in the correctional labour camp.

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Works of Art Created by Latvian Soldiers in Zedelgem Prisoner of War
Camp as a Valuable Historical Resource

Many of the artists who fought in German military divisions during the Second World
War were captured by the Western Allies in late April and early May of 1945, interned in the
Putlos camp, and later relocated to Zedelgem in Belgium. During their captivity, some of them
rekindled their artistic abilities, which they had honed in the art schools they had attended
before the war. For others, the opportunity to artistically document their surroundings in a
direct and unmediated manner presented a new avenue for recording history.

There are only a few existing publications that delve into the artworks produced by
Latvian legionnaires and, through art analysis, explore their broader implications for historical
research.

Today, the archives of the Museum of the Occupation of Latvia and the Latvian War
Museum house extensive collections of art that showcase the creativity of the imprisoned
individuals, also offering insights into the daily life within Zedelgem camp. These archives
provide a unique perspective on the involvement of the prisoners in the historical events and
serve as a valuable resource for interdisciplinary research endeavours.

The following research methods were used: the comparative method revealed
correlations and examined various viewpoints within specific geopolitical conditions; the
historical method facilitated the reconstruction of the artistic and political dimensions within
the refugee camp and helped establish a chronological framework for the events; the
biographical method shed light on the distinct life trajectories of each artist, supplementing the
research with lesser-known artists’ life data and an overview of their creative processes;
iconographic, formal, and psychological analyses of the art works unveiled their in-depth
meanings and messages.

Conclusions have been made that the works of art produced in Zedelgem camp and on
the battlefield portrayed the harsh realities of war and life within the POW camp and constitute
a unique source of evidence from that era, offering a fresh perspective on the art and history of
Latvia.

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Alternative Reading Culture in Soviet Latvia in the 1950s:
The Diary of Kaspars Aleksandrs Irbe

Signe Senfelde

The present research focuses on the diary entries of Kaspars Aleksandrs Irbe (1906—
1996) from the 1950s, which are dedicated to books in the context of the literary culture of his
time. Irbe read books on many subjects and in several languages; the presence of the
ideologised content in them differed, as well as their printing quality and purchase options.
The author of the diary had acquired high-school education, good knowledge of foreign
languages, had persistent interest in literature, culture, and history. His diary entries are rich in
facts and details; they allow a glimpse into the world of public and private libraries of his time
and show the offer of Soviet Latvian publishers and bookstores (including his favourite second-
hand bookstores that sold pre-war books). Book reading provides an opportunity for escapism,
while the economics beyond Irbe’s book-consumption habits shows the adaptation strategies
of the everyday life of the Soviet people. Emphasising the importance of sensory and emotional
experience, Irbe intellectually lives in internal exile, focusing on the intellectual achievements
of previous times and other countries, thereby distancing himself from the domestic culture,
which he sees as dominated by Russian migrants and permeated by Marxist-Leninist ideology.

The research focuses on the manuscript of the second volume of Irbe’s diary that is
forthcoming with Ascendum Publishers (the first volume was published in 2021) and will
cover the 1950s and 1960s. The author of the research has defended her master’s thesis, “Soviet
Cultural Life Through the Eyes of a Queer”, based on the manuscript as its primary source.
The thesis covered the Soviet everyday life observed through the eyes of a queer man. Such a
viewpoint is an addition to the current historiography and collective memory.
